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This class will explore how people of different social backgrounds work  

together to address social justice issues in a diverse democracy like the United States of 

America.  How do we create authentic space to explore cultural similarities and differ-

ences? How do intersecting identities influence our understanding of civic engage-

ment?  How can we effectively address issues of sexism, racism, homophobia, gender 

phobia, able-ism, classism and other forms of oppression? What populations do you serve 

as an ally to? Who are your allies? If these questions reflect your interests and/or  

experience, this course will offer a space for exploration and discussion. 
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
